Tony Rose was talk-
ing with his co-workers in the Pentagon about the 
World Trade Center attack, when American Airlines 
flight 77  slammed into the building at over 400 miles 
per hour, exploding directly under Tony's second floor 
office. Twenty-nine of his fellow soldier and civilian em-
ployees perished around him. Blown to the floor by the 
concussion blast, Tony watched in slow motion as the 
building ripped apart around him and the 2200-degree 
fireball ignited everything it touched.
